Collection Corner
Livery stables were plentiful in Tarpon Springs in the 1800’s and early 1900’s. In The Tarpon dated August 18, 1887, an ad was placed that read:

J. C. Boyer Proprietor

Livery, Sale and Feed

Citron St. Tarpon Springs
Evidently, Mr. Boyer had some of the finest rigs and horses in the area. Lucy Vannevar in The Tampa Journal dated January 19, 1887, 
stated, “the buggy was delightfully easy and the bays handsome and gentle (Mr. Boyer’s rig). I doubt if the City of Tampa could show a better rig.”

In 1896 an ad in The Tarpon Truth read:

Tarpon Springs Livery Stable

Oak and pine wood, orange groves cared for, also dealer in hay, grain, lime, cement and grove supplies, fertilizer, saddler. Paint, oaks, varnish and glass.

The TASHS has come into the possession of papers which were researched by Mabel Liebinger of Grand Island, NY on the livery stables in Tarpon Springs. She found that in 1909, a map of Tarpon Springs showed 13 livery stables, but by 1930 there was only one. She especially focused on the Livery Stable at the corner of Ring and Orange which was made into apts. by 1919. Mabel died in 2000, but in the meantime, she interviewed many people from Tarpon; some who had lived in the apts., such as Phil Demas and Bessie Decker and others who knew about the stable such as Marietta Baynard and Hal Craig. She lists the progression of owners and also the description of the building and ads in the newspapers for the Livery Stable itself. This is an interesting part of Tarpon Springs history and we’re delighted to add these papers to our archives.
